However dis-
ease prevention is more critical in ensuring a healthy
dog. Vaccination is one of the preventive care you can

provide to your pet.

Vaccine
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Leptospirosis

A dangerous bacterial dis-
ease, which can infect hu-
man, results in kidney and
liver damage. Symptoms
are oral ulceration, jaun-
dice.

There is a list of deadly infectious diseases which can

be easily prevented by vaccination.

Canine Adenovirus Type 2
Infected dog will have infec-
tious tracheobronchitis
(inflammation of the upper
airways) and pneumonia.

Canine Parvovirus
A very contagious disease
which is transmitted
through ingestion of viral-
contaminated feces.
Symptoms are usually se-
vere diarrhea and vomit-
ing. Mortality is highest in
2-6months old unvacci-
nated puppies.

Canine infectitious Hepatitis
Symptoms are anorexia, thirst,
eye and nose discharges, ab-
dominal pain and vomiting.
Corneal opacity develops in
some recovered dogs.

Canine Distemper
A fatal viral disease.
Infected dog will have
diarrhea and vomiting,

Canine Parainfluenza 2

Infected dog displays flu-
like symptoms like fever,
nasal discharges. One of

the causative agent of eye and nasal dis-
kennel cough charge, skin problem
and seizures. Neuro-

logical damage is often
permanent.
